The trump card is that guests can
always count on the presence of a doctor, a physiotherapist, or a nurse. Furthermore, the centre is
fully adapted to the needs of wheelchair users: the new building is accessible with wheelchairs, from
parking area to shower cabins.

Drie Eiken has 68 rooms, both single and double rooms. Each room has large windows to increase
both the amount of natural light incidence and the vast view of the environment. Haelvoet furnished
every room with a Hilo box spring from its design label Hidden.
